At the heart of the Good Friday liturgy is the passion according to John, which
proclaims Jesus as a triumphant king who reigns from the cross. The ancient title for
this day —the triumph of the cross — reminds us that the church gathers not to mourn
this day but to celebrate Christ’s life-giving passion and to find strength and hope in
the tree of life. In the ancient bidding prayer we offer petitions for all the world for
whom Christ died. Today’s liturgy culminates in the Easter Vigil tomorrow evening.

[All gather in silence.]

Let us pray. Almighty God, look with loving mercy on your family for whom our
Lord Jesus Christ was willing to be betrayed and to be given over to the hands of
sinners and to suffer death on the cross; who now lives and reigns with you and
the Holy Spirit, one God, forever and ever.

Please remain as long as you wish to be in prayer with the Lord this night.

When you are ready to leave, do so in silence, respecting those who remain in
prayer.

The omission of benedictions at the end of the liturgies of both Maundy Thursday and
Good Friday indicate their continuity with each other and with the Vigil of Easter, one
celebration of the paschal mystery of our redemption.]
